Steps to be followed by person(s) in charge
at the scene of an accident, emergency or crisis
situation:

1. Give priority attention to providing all possible care for the injured.

2. Secure doctor, ambulance, and police, as appropriate.

3. Contact one of the numbers on the reverse side of this card to report
emergency and secure additional assistance.

4. In the event of a serious accident, ALWAYS notify the police. Retain a
responsible person at the scene. See that there is no disturbance to the
victim or surrounding area until the police have assumed authority.

5. Refer all media (press, radio, television) inquiries to one

of the emergency numbers listed on the reverse side of this card by
saying - “Girl Scouts always puts its members’ safety first. For more
information, call the Communication Director.”

Do not discuss the incident, place blame, or accept liability.

6. Within 24 hours, if possible, submit report to Girl Scouts

of Connecticut.
